DEFINITIONS OF PRESSURE

The Water Jetting Association (WJA) has agreed to adopt the internationally-recognised

NACE standards for the definition of water jetting pressures.
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There are 4 levels of water jetting pressure, though the names given to them can vary according to
industry sector and local usage. This document defines the pressures for the 4 levels, the WJA’s preferred
terminology to describe these pressures, and alternative terminology in common usage.
